We have some good news for you.  That is, new data. 
The Kootenai River bathymetry 2021 data is now available and can be accessed easily through the Idaho Lidar Web

(HINT: Look for the orange highlighted collection in Boundary County)

We are also working on four new Southern Idaho 2018 collections.  They are #3, #7, #8, and #11.  These numeric
designations may not mean much to you and several of these collections are quite small (#3, #7, and #8).  However, #11
is substantial in size.  Here is a link to a screenshot/basic map for this collection's AOI (highlighted in red):
